I. Larry Painter opened the FHS BAAC meeting at 5:00 in the library. Members enjoyed food provided by Jwan Joslin.

II. Agenda was approved.

III. November 12, 2007 minutes approved.

IV. Old Business.
A. DAAC Report. Joyce Wernsman reported the School Improvement Plans were reviewed by two others present at the last meeting, and they have been approved since by the Board. Still no additional input meetings on the search for the new superintendent. The next DAAC meeting will be held at 6 pm on 22 January. 
B. PTSA Report. Karen Hobson confirmed that there has been an increase in FHS staff members. There was one student entry in the photography category of the Reflections Competition and she will move on to the next level. The Legislative Conference will be held on 8 February and coordination with Gina Henderson will be initiated. PTSA wants to recognize two volunteers that work with FHS at their regional level, and names were solicited. 
C. BAAC Structure and Function. No further action. However, the schedule for future meetings is: 11 February, 14 April, and 19 May.
V. New Business.
New Principal Items. Mark Carara covered the following items:

1. Math Tutoring. In order to improve CSAP performance, those with unsatisfactory or partially proficient results on the past test were offered additional tutoring on a weekly basis in four after school sessions. Families have responded favorably. The school is applying for a state grant that would enlarge this program among others.

2. Writing Assessments.  English teachers, supplemented by principals and others, will conduct assessments of 9th and 10 grade students in the next few weeks in order to encourage more effective writing. Writing snapshots will be taken in English classes after the normal plan and draft process. 

3. Public Evaluation of Principal. A link is being added to the school website to get parent input on the evaluation similar to the one teachers responded to last week.

VI. As May Arise. 

A. Athletic Advisory Council. Mark Carara mentioned that this is a new parent group to provide input to the FHS athletic program. Its first meeting is tonight at 7 pm.

B. Positive School Responses. Jwan Joslin indicated that there were many positive comments from some area superintendents that toured the school last week. In addition students have shown more pride and appreciation for the new facility.
