The population of our school will reduce by 200detats to around 1300 for the 09-10 school year. Our
senior class will be the largest with around 4%@shts. The next year we will reduce one more tine
200 students as the seniors leave and we shobitiztaat around 1100 students. This downsizing pre
sents us with some challenges and opportunitiesh&Ve reduced our staff by about 12 teachers, which
may result in a contraction in the courses we offimwever, there is always an opportunity to make a
smaller school a more personal experience and tadrto do just that at Sand Creek.

We will continue to improve our school by expandprggrams that support students and offer them
different learning opportunities. Our BroadcastiRrggram will expand into producing programming for
the local Channel 19 on your TV. They will also ttone to expand their broadcasting of events from
across our district including Board of Educationetiregs, games and many other events in which stu-
dents are involved.

The International Baccalaureate (IB) program wégim this school year if"grade. Students who have
chosen to take part in IB will be in a Middle Ye&®ogram (MYP) for two years. Then those who suc-
cessfully complete the MYP will have an opportunayapply for the Diploma Program (DP) in their
11" grade. In parallel with IB we have an Advancect:Biaent (AP) and Honors program that can also
lead to a diploma. These two programs give allsbudents multiple opportunities to take on rigorous
coarse work and win advance placement in college.

Students who have struggled academically in middiol will have a number of possibilities to catch
up in our high school. In English and Math we iive support classes. These courses will be run con
currently with the regular freshman and sophomoreses and will help those students with gaps in
their learning and completing homework. We will tooe to provide a Success Center in which we
have a full time teacher who will work individualyith students on homework, projects and late assig
ments. These programs along with our Math Lab dhdrafter school individual assistance provide
every student a chance to be successful here di@Gaek.

All of these programs and activities are desigmeprbvide students every opportunity to be excellen
That is why our motto here at Sand Creek is: "Hgoek ... the Scorpion way.

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SAND CREEK HIGH SCHOOL: SUMMARY OF STUDENT RULES
ATTENDANCE

Any student under the age of seventeen must attend school. If a student is absent without a signed parental ex-
cuse or if a student leaves school or a class without permission of the teacher or administrator in charge, the stu-
dent shall be considered truant. A “habitually truant” shall be defined as a student of compulsory atten-
dance age who has four (4) unexcused absences durin g any school year. (Absences due to suspension or
expulsion shall not be counted in the total of unexcused absences).

No credit shall be permitted for any student for an y class or portion of a class during which time the stu-
dent is truant.

PARENTS: If you will be taking your student out of school for 3 or more days due to vacation, family ob-
ligations, etc., you MUST submit a “pre-arranged absence” form for administration approval. The ab-
sence will not be excused unless this procedure is followed. This form can be picked up in the office at

anytime.

EXCUSED ABSENCES

The following shall be considered excused absences:

1. A student is absent because of temporary illness or injury.

2. A student who is absent for an extended period due to physical, mental, or emotional disability.
(Doctor’s note WILL BE required)

3. A student who is pursuing a work-study program under the supervision of the school.

4, A student who is attending any school sponsored activity or activities of an educational nature with
advance approval by the administration.

6. An absence due to being in custody of court/law enforcement authorities. (School must be notified by
parent and/or court officials).

7. Those determined by the school administration to be excusable, such as doctor’s appointments or juvenile

court appearances.

PARENTS HAVE 48 HOURS to call the attendance office  to have their student’'s absence ex-
cused. Absences after this time will remain unexcu sed.

Make-Up Work will be provided for an excused absence unless otherwise determined by the building administra-
tor. It is the responsibility of the student to pick up any make-up assignments. If the absence is due to another
school-sponsored activity, the student should arrange with the teachers prior to the absence to obtain work they
will miss. The student will have 2 days to get work in for each day of abs  ence.
